Students that meet and agree to ALL of the following criteria will be considered for placement in [Program Name]:

1. The student has received Satisfactory—or higher—conduct grades in all classes for the two semesters prior to internship placement.

2. The student has maintained a 2.5 GPA in the two semesters prior to internship placement.

3. The student—a current [grade levels - based on experience, HASPI recommends Juniors and Seniors]—has participated in at least one Health and Science Pipeline Initiative (HASPI) Health Career Pathway course: Medical Biology, Medical Chemistry or Biochemistry, Anatomy/Physiology (soon to be an aligned HASPI Medical Physiology), and an ROP/CTE (soon to be aligned with HASPI “capstone” standards). Students that completed a prior health-related internship are highly desired.
4. The student agrees to participate in the full length of the internship program: [Program Dates]
